What were the disciples 

supposed to do in light of this prophecy? Mark 13:32-37 

 

5. Why do you think Jesus spends the Last Supper in the city of 

Jerusalem rather than leaving the city at night as he did before? 

What did Jesus want to communicate to the disciples on this 

night? Mark 14:12-26
